1.  Albany Plan of Union was accepted by attending representatives, but turned down by the 



crown.



2.  Stamp Act was repealed, but more laws were passed to control colonists.



3.  This led to mob violence (basically rioting) and boycotts of British goods.  Eventually, this 



antagonism led to the Boston Massacre (March 5, 1770) in which troops opened fire on 



unarmed colonists.



4. Protests continue, including the Boston Tea Party (December 16, 1773) where chests of tea 



were dumped into the harbor to protest British control of the tea trade.
